Many 

people were killed, as Satan is always busy trying to destroy the unity in the church. Businesses and banks were closed for 

a few days but are now open.

Since its inception in 2017, the Lord has done some truly amazing things through Ebenezer International Ministries. 

Originally founded as a means of providing love and support for Haile and Tsedale, our website states we will help bring 

all the ministries under one umbrella, assist with planning and development, provide oversight, continuity, and 

accountability, and provide a central hub for the promotion of the ministry and the collection and distribution of funds. In 

the past three years the Lord has provided through his people nearly $238,000 which has allowed the ministry to…

service 

• be part of several churches starting

• not to mention the 100’s of thousands of pieces of gospel literature produced and distributed across Ethiopia  

For the last several months even though things look very different the work continues. We find ourselves looking to the 

Lord once again to provide a great need, $57,500 by October 1st.  

• $10,000 – as we continue to help meet the needs of Cross Point School for teacher’s salaries and food 

• $40,000 – for the purchase of the paper needed for Miskel Minch Printing for the upcoming year 

• as well as funds to meet the salary for our missionary family
